Congratulations on being part of such a wonderful and diverse group!
I am Kim Sieler, your Academic Coordinator for the Executive MHA Program, and I am here to assist with registration, advisement and any other needs or challenges that you may have while working towards completing your degree. Below are a few things to help you in the transition to UNC-Chapel Hill. 

To assist you in making this transition, we have an “Admitted Student” website (http://hpmadmittedstudents.web.unc.edu/sample-page/executive-masters/ ) that will contain essential information, and will be one of our methods of communication.  We encourage you to visit often as new information will be posted regularly.
Four to-do items need to be completed as soon as possible: 
1) Accept our offer of admission and pay the $250.00 enrollment deposit; 
To accept or decline your offer of admission, please complete the Reply to Offer of Admission form located on your application student status page in the online application website. If you are accepting your offer of admission, a link to pay the non-refundable $250 enrollment deposit will become available on your application student status page.
2) Send your official final transcripts to the Graduate School;

3) Setup your ONYEN and UNC email address.  
Your UNC ID login name is called your Onyen, which stands for the Only Name You'll Ever Need. You will use your Onyen to access the online student center (ConnectCarolina), your UNC email, and other services.

To create your Onyen, visit Onyen services and click on “Create an Onyen.” Enter your 9-digit Personal Identification (PID) Number from your online admission offer, your first and last name, date of birth, and gender. If you do not know your PID, you can find it here: What's My PID? An Onyen will be created for you and you will be asked to create a password.

Once you have created an Onyen and Onyen password, you need to manually signup for the email service by visiting the Email Self Service Tool.

4)  Enroll in Microsoft Office 2-Step Verification. 2-step verification helps protect your accounts from hackers and phishing. You will need to use 2-Step verification from Microsoft Authenticator to access your UNC email account (Heelmail).

Students cannot register for fall courses until the Graduate School receives official transcripts from each post-secondary school attended. Your ONYEN and password will be used to log on to everything concerning the UNC system, starting now and throughout the program, including after graduation.

Lodging: 

Hotel reservations can be made online; available local options are listed at this website: https://www.visitchapelhill.org/hotels.  Area hotels vary by price, amenities, location, shuttle service, and available free meals.  You should strongly consider booking your room as soon as possible.  Returning students also explore Airbnb and similar rental homes in the area for a more economical option.  If you are interested in sharing accommodations, you can reach out through the cohort group site.
Parking and Transportation: 

Good, local area transit systems practically eliminate the need for a car, but, if you choose to drive, parking must be pre-arranged – usually through your housing accommodation.  Note: many local hotels offer free shuttle service to campus, so ask when making reservations.
Chapel Hill Transit (Park & Ride) - (919) 968-2743. See their website for information and schedules by visiting https://move.unc.edu/transit/local-transit/.  Chapel Hill Transit buses are fare-free .
UNC Hospital’s Visitors’ Parking Deck (Dogwood Deck) is a short walk to Gillings. Parking costs $1.50 per hour; $10.00 maximum per day.
Airport:  
RDU (Raleigh-Durham International) is about a 30-minute drive from Chapel Hill.  One option for shuttle service to Chapel Hill and UNC is provided by the GoTriangle.  The fare is $2.25 one way.

Passengers are picked up outside the terminals via shuttle “RDU” and brought to the GoTriangle

Transit Center, where there is a change to bus #400 or # 405 that continues via Hwy. 54 to UNC.

Stops are on South Street, Pittsboro Street and Manning Drive; the Pittsboro Street stop is closest to the School.

The Gillings School of Global Public Health is located in the collective buildings of McGavran-Greenberg Hall, Rosenau Hall, and the Michael Hooker Research Center. It is located in the southwest corner of campus, on South Columbia Drive, directly across from the Health Sciences Library.
Laptop Policy: While the university only requires undergraduate students to purchase laptops, graduate students will also need to have a laptop to use during their time in the program. Our faculty members increasingly incorporate a wide variety of computer-based technologies into course content.  Most courses expect student presentations to be presented using student laptops. Laptops are typically used  for notetaking, accessing the web, the use of social media and class polling tools, and other course-specific software (e.g., Sakai) during class.  Students also use laptops for sharing group projects and other assignments. 
The Carolina Computing Initiative (CCI) program was developed to ensure that all Carolina community members have easy access to high quality and affordable technology, and to be able to use it effectively. Computer support and repair is available 24/7 through the UNC Help Desk, for laptops purchased through the CCI program.
Textbooks:  Time is allotted during orientation to visit the UNC Student Stores. You will be able to purchase course textbooks after you arrive on campus.   

Registration: You are required to register for all classes online via Connect Carolina. This must be done no later than the deadline set by the Registrar’s Office.  Web registration procedures are included in your Student Manual, which you will find on the Admitted Student website.  As indicated in your formal letter of admission from the Graduate School, registration is required each term to remain eligible to continue with Graduate Studies.  We expect our students to meet our expectation of continuous enrollment.  NOTE:  You MUST have accepted our offer of admission, paid your enrollment deposit, AND submitted official copies of ALL transcripts to the Graduate School before you can be registered for classes.
